INSTALLATION OF TUBULAR HEATING ELEMENT

To safely and effectively install the tubular heating element, follow all steps and safety mea-
sures listed below:

I DANG ERI All power to the unit MUST be turned OFF at the main junction
box before installation of the breaker. Failure to do so may
result in electrical shock, personal injury, or loss of life.

IMPORTANT: NEVER add to or delete from the original number of elements
that were factory installed in the unit; i.e., replace 4.8 kW heat-
ing elements with identical 4.8 kW heating elements and
replace 3.6 kW heating elements with identical 3.6 kW heating
elements. Changing the number of elements may result in
equipment damage, equipment failure, fire, and/or loss of
property.

1 . Remove blower access door by removing the four (4) screws located at the corners
of the door.

2 Disconnect all field wiring from the unit and remove the blower assembly from the
Air Handler. This can be done by removing the two (2) screws from the lower front
corners of the blower and sliding the blower assembly out of the unit.

3. Remove the right blower side ﬁpgosite motor) bg removing the ten (10) screws
that attach the blower side to the blower wrap. (See Figure 1.)
