An Exterior Roof Jack Extension is recommended when the
furnace is installed in a region where snow accumulation an
the roof exceeds 77 or in H.U.D. Snow Load Zones.

Roof Jacks with removable crowns must use the Crown
Assembly provided with the Roof Jack or Crown Assembly
4000-6941/A. Follow instructions provided with the Crown
assembly for proper installation.

The Accessory Ceiling Ring (7660-2841) may be used fo
meet fire stop requirements mandated by the local authority
having jurisdiction. Acceptable fire stop methods may also be
provided by the manufactured housing manufacturer or by
the installar.

PRE-INSTALLATION

Replacement Furnace

1. Proceed to “Verify correct Roof Jack™ if furnace is
installed in a new home or as a replacement for a dam-
aged Roof Jack.

2. Inspect existing Roof Jack. Remove existing Roof Jack if
any of the following conditions exist:

a. FRoof Jack series is not listad on the furnace rating
plate.

b. Roof Jack is damaged, tilted, crooked, or shows
deterioration.

c. Roof Jack canterline doas not align with new fur-
nace flue centerline. Verify correct Roof Jack See
Steps 1-2 below.

d. ®HEoef Jack extension does nol match requirements
for new fumace. See “Verify correct Roof Jack”,
Steps 3-5 below,

e A second roof, roofcap or addition has been added
to the original roof,

Verify correct Roof Jack

1.  Determine furnace location. Refer to furnace installation
instructions.

2. Determine Roof Jack centerline. Refer to furnace instal-
lation instructions.

3. Determine distance from floor to roofline along flue cen-
terline. Ses Figure 1.

4. Add additional 1-1/2" to distance measured in Step 3 to
provide safeguard against Roof Jack being pulled
upward during transportation or other stress conditions.

Select Roof Jack based an dimension A or B, See Table 1.
